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Incapacitated adult" means any person 18
years of age or older who is impaired by
reason of mental illness, intellectual
disability, physical illness or disability,
advanced age or other causes to the extent
the adult lacks sufficient understanding or
capacity to make, communicate or carry out
reasonable decisions concerning his well-
being. Va. Code Ann. § 18.2-369
